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The NORC, a naturally occurring retirement community, is a designation that East Point was given because the community has a concentrated population of residents who are over 60 years old and have chosen to remain in their homes.  The East Point NORC is part of a national effort to link neighborhoods together and is one of only six NORCs in Georgia. 

During the last three years, we have developed community-driven projects for East Point seniors in the areas of: transportation, minor home repairs, healthy living, community education and neighbor-to-neighbor support. 

The East Point NORC seeks partnerships with community leaders and businesses to promote strong community alliances that help create a place for all East Point residents to live for the next five, ten, or twenty years.
