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• We will support programs for retenti on, expansion and creati on 
of businesses that enhance the City’s economic well being with a 
focus on small business.  

• We will promote public-private partnerships to enhance acti vity 
centers and corridors.

• We will encourage the development of downtown East Point as 
a vibrant center for culture, government, dining, residenti al, and 
retail diversity.

• We will establish a culture in which entrepreneurial enterprise is 
nurtured in our community.

• We will encourage economic development and redevelopment with 
an emphasis on redevelopment.

• We will target reinvestment in declining, existi ng neighborhoods to 
further encourage private sector redevelopment and accommodate 
future growth.

• Our community will accommodate new development while 
enhancing existi ng local assets. 

• We will promote and enhance the local economy by increasing the 
number of visitors, increasing retail businesses, increasing local 
shopping opti ons for citi zens, and by expanding small business.

• East Point will conti nue to celebrate, support and promote diversity 
within the community.

• East Point will partner with schools and the business community to 
promote the educati on att ainment and civic involvement that the 
City of East Point envisions for all who work and live in the City.

• The City of East Point housing, land use, transportati on and 
economic development policies will aim to create conditi ons that 
allow: mixed-income housing opportuniti es, access to job training 
faciliti es, and community supported service provision for those in 
need

• East Point will conti nue to off er opportuniti es to its aging 
populati on by promoti ng them to age in place through the 
promoti on and support of programs such as Naturally Occurring 
Reti rement Community (NORC) and Atlanta Regional Commission 
Lifelong Communiti es program.

• East Point will adapt public services to accommodate increased 
ethnic and racial diversity in East Point

• East Point will ensure that educati onal and workforce training 
opportuniti es are available to residents of East Point.

• Populati on stabilizati on and growth will be encouraged through 
policies focused on att racti ng and retaining young families, 
enhancing services, and fostering the viability of East Point.

• We will support enhanced solid waste reducti on and recycling 
initi ati ves.

• Services provided by the City will be customer service oriented.  

• We will adopt best practi ces in government for effi  cient, ti mely, and 
cost eff ecti ve service delivery.

• We will maximize the use of existi ng faciliti es and services.

• We will invest in parks and open space to provide quality of life for 
community members and to encourage private investment in urban 
centers.

• We will protect existi ng infrastructure investments (i.e., already 
paid for) by encouraging infi ll, redevelopment, and compact 
development. 

• We will ensure that new development does not cause a decline 
in locally adopted level of service for roads and that all capital 
improvements or other strategies needed to accommodate the 
impacts of development are made or provided for concurrent with 
new development. 

• Our community will make effi  cient use of existi ng infrastructure 
as well as future investments and expenditures for capital 
improvements and long-term operati on and maintenance costs. 

• We will coordinate development review processes that will protect 
or enhance public faciliti es and sites to ensure that they can fulfi ll 
their identi fi ed functi ons.

• We will encourage and facilitate innovati ve soluti ons to providing 
community schools. 

• The community will establish regulati ons that serve as a way for 
new growth to pay for itself.

• We will provide opportuniti es for senior housing, special needs and 
reti rement housing.

• The City will ensure that infi ll housing is compati ble with existi ng 
neighborhoods.

• We will not aggregate low income housing.

• We will create aff ordable housing opportuniti es. 

• We will promote mixed income development and require that all 
new development have an aff ordable component.  

• We will encourage home ownership in neighborhoods and target 
neighborhood associati ons for assistance where the majority of 
homes are for rent.

• We will strictly enforce building and development codes in order to 
encourage the stabilizati on of housing.

• We will promote and prioriti ze the rehabilitati on and 
redevelopment of existi ng housing stock and infi ll of new 
development in established neighborhoods in order to revitalize 
established neighborhoods, uti lize existi ng infrastructure and 
promote sustainable urbanism.  

• We will preserve and protect existi ng historic residenti al and 
commercial structures adding to the social and cultural fabric of the 
city.

• We will eliminate substandard or dilapidated housing in our 
community. 

• We will promote rehabilitati on rather than demoliti on of housing 
near downtown

• Development shall provide for a variety of residenti al types, 
densiti es and incomes. 

• Our neighborhoods will be interacti ve communiti es where people 
have easy access to schools, parks, residences and businesses 
through walkways, bike paths, roads and public transportati on. 

• Our neighborhoods shall be strongly linked to the neighborhood 
public school concept.

• Maintain intergovernmental and service agreements with partner 
governments in good faith with ti mely correspondence to address 
changing conditi ons.

• We will ensure coordinati on between East Point and the Fulton 
County Board of Educati on. 

• We will share services and informati on with other public enti ti es 
within the jurisdicti on. 

• We will establish coordinati on mechanisms with adjacent local 
governments to provide for exchange of informati on. 

• We will promote the concept of neighborhood schools in future 
development, as well as promote the same concept regarding the 
use of schools that are currently located near or in close proximity 
to existi ng neighborhoods. 

• We will support other existi ng educati onal insti tuti ons and 
encourage development of new opportuniti es to educate our 
citi zens. 

• The long term prosperity of our community will be supported by 
the educati onal functi on of our parks and recreati onal services, 
public libraries, museums and other cultural ameniti es.

• We will coordinate with the City of Atlanta and Fort McPherson 
Redevelopment Authority to maximize redevelopment 
opportuniti es aff ecti ng both adjacent neighborhoods and the 
broader East Point market area.

• Promote investment and reinvestment directed towards redevelopment of 

developed areas prior to expansion into “green fi elds”.  

• Promote development that is sensiti ve to the land and gives considerati on to 

adjoining, existi ng and planned development as well as the overall community. 

• Promote effi  cient use of land by promoti ng well-designed, more pedestrian-

friendly development patt erns with a mix of uses and an effi  cient, creati ve use 

of land. 

• Recreati on and greenspace will become an integral facet of our community’s 

land use. 

• Guide or direct patt erns of land development throughout the planning process. 

• Support urban and suburban development where it can be adequately served 

by public faciliti es. 

• Encourage innovati ve land use planning techniques to be used in building 

higher density and mixed use developments as well as infi ll developments. 

• Commit to redeveloping and enhancing existi ng commercial and industrial 

areas located within our community. 

• Encourage mixed-use development and design standards that are more 

human-oriented and less auto-oriented. 

• Encourage developments that provide a mix of shopping, housing and jobs. 

• Make as a priority the development of mixed uses, redevelopment and 

revitalizati on of existi ng underuti lized commercial and industrial areas over 

development of new land for development.

• Promote increases in densiti es in areas that meet community design standards, 

environmental constraints and available infrastructure capaciti es. 

• Encourage the use of landscaping, lighti ng, signage, underground uti liti es and 

building design to add value to our community. 

• Greenspace will be a major component within our neighborhoods, along our 

streets, parking lots and within commercial and industrial developments.

• Promote our gateways and corridors to create a “sense of place” for our 

community. 

• Civic buildings will be located, designed and made accessible to public 

transportati on in a manner that enhances the community. 

• Neighborhood Center nodes should contain business development sites of 

various sizes to accommodate a variety of businesses. 

• Employ innovati ve planning concepts to achieve desirable and well-designed 

neighborhoods, protect the environment, preserve meaningful open space, 

improve traffi  c fl ow, and enhance the quality of life in our community.

• East Point will preserve existi ng park and greenspace and 
incorporate the connecti on, maintenance and enhancement of 
greenspace into all new development.

• We will ensure adequate supplies of quality water through 
protecti on of ground and surface water sources.

• We will promote more sustainable waste management techniques, 
waste management reducti on, and recycling initi ati ves.

• We will encourage new development in suitable locati ons in order 
to protect environmentally sensiti ve lands or valuable historic, 
archeological or cultural resources.

• We will support and promote cultural assets through designati on 
and expansion of historical and cultural assets.  

• The protecti on and conservati on of our community’s resources will 
play an important role in the decision-making process. 

• Land and transportati on networks will be developed and managed 
to ensure the quality of our air and water. 

• We will reduce the impact of development on the natural 
topography and existi ng vegetati on through limiti ng land 
disturbance acti viti es and clear cutti  ng. 

• We will encourage more compact urban development and 
preservati on of open space. 

• We will conti nue to protect and expand our tree canopy.

• We will ensure connecti vity between road network, public transit, 
and pedestrian/bike paths.

• We will enhance existi ng neighborhoods by investi ng in faciliti es 
that will connect them to civic and commercial centers and 
corridors.

• We will enhance the pedestrian environment by guiding 
investments in sidewalks, bike paths, and multi -use trails in centers 
and along corridors that have existi ng or planned transit service.  

• We will encourage transportati on corridors that support multi ple 
functi ons, including pedestrian movements, parking, alternate 
modes of transportati on and vehicular circulati on. 

• Transportati on and greenway corridors will be supported by 
the community standards of aestheti cs, urban design and 
environmental stewardship. 

• We will to ensure that vehicular traffi  c will not harm the residenti al 
nature of our neighborhoods. 

• We will ensure that high or urban density will be located in areas 
that are conducive to walking and biking and are served by transit.

• We will promote alternati ve transportati on modes and mobility 
access for all citi zens.

• We will encourage walking, biking, or car-pooling or sustainable 
transportati on choices.

• We will maintain our existi ng infrastructure as needed.
